Additional State Statistics for Disproportionality in Health

Indiana (Adult) Stats—Disproportionality of Health Care 

· African Americans are more than twice as likely to die from diabetes, as compared to Whites.    

· Stroke deaths among African Americans are 1.4 times higher as compared to Whites. 

· Asian/Pacific Islanders are almost twice as likely to die from stomach cancer compared to Whites. 

· Cancer and heart disease deaths among African Americans are 1.2 times higher as compared to Whites. 

· Infant mortality rates for African Americans are nearly three times higher as compared to Whites. 

· African Americans are 30% more likely to die of heart disease then non-Hispanic whites.
· African Americans are two times more likely to die of cervical cancer than non-Hispanic whites.
· African Americans are 60% more likely to be diagnosed with diabetes than non-Hispanic whites two times more likely to have leg, foot, or toe amputation. 

National Stats—Disparities of Health Care

· African Americans live on average fewer years than Whites (73years v. 78years). 
· Women’s life expectancies dropped between 1983-1999 in more than 180 mostly rural counties;

· It was noted that their premature deaths correlated with growing income inequality in those regions.
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
